The Easter Playscheme is unique to Camden and provides a range of engaging activities based around animals and nature.  Weekly activities that include: arts & crafts, animal care, gardening, cooking, games, woodwork, pottery and weekly trips out.  The Easter Playscheme runs daily, Monday to Friday from 9am - 5pm.  It is open to all children ages 8 to 16.  Activities are delivered by experienced members of staff with volunteer support.  All our staff & volunteer positions are DBS checked.

Daily Programme 

Morning Activities include: - 
Animal husbandry - Children work in teams to feed the animals, turn out, muck out pens, clean farmyard.  
Equine care – children partner up to muck out horses, groom & clean tac. 
Cooking Lunch - Children work together to prepare lunch for up to 30 people per day
Afternoon Activities include: wildlife exploration, arts & crafts, woodworking, pottery, games and bushcraft.

Clothing - comfortable clothing. Children will take part in outdoor activities everyday so please ensure they wear suitable clothing.  Valuables - valuables should be left at home or in the child’s possession as we cannot accept responsibility for loss or damage.
Open access - please be aware that we are open access. This means that members of the public visit the farm during playscheme hours.
